“ABC OF ENTREPRENEURSHIP” ONLINE training
updated: April 2020
I. The document

Rules and Regulations document contains information about:

1. Entry conditions for participation in the ABC of Entrepreneurship training (“training”).
2. Selection procedure of participants.
3. Rights and obligations of the participants.
4. Program details and scope of support.
II. General information

1. The training is organised by Fundacja dla Somalii.
2. The goal of the “ABC of Entrepreneurship” training is to support foreigners in establishing the company and running business in Poland. The program offers a total of 112 hours of trainings in 7 areas and individual support by specialists, including general and specialized topics of starting and running business in Poland. 
3. The training is implemented within the project „Supporting integration of foreigners living in Mazowieckie voivodeship” which is co-financed by the European Fund for Asylum, Migration and Integration (FAMI) and a state budget. 
4. The language of the training will be English. 
III. Eligibility criteria

1. The candidate is a third-country national
 with a legal permission to stay in Poland.
2. The candidate has an explicit business idea and plans to set up a company in Poland, what will be assessed during the candidate’s interview.

3. The candidate presents a good knowledge of English, enabling a participation in the training.
IV. Recruitment process
1. Completed application form in English or Polish and submitted via online firm https://www.interankiety.pl/i/QpeeGmBp not later than 27.04.2020. 

2. Shortlisted candidates will be invited for the introductory consultation. 

3. The selection criteria:

a) confirmation of a candidate’s legal status in Poland; 
b) presentation of a candidate’s business idea to develop and work on during the training;

c) confirmation of a language proficiency of a candidate;

d) motivation and commitment to regular and active work during the training.
V. Rights and obligations 
1. Project participants are entitled to the following, free of charge, services:
a) Training provided by qualified trainers and facilitators through ZOOM platform.
b) Training materials and other materials prepared by trainers, including recording of the videos.
c) Counselling assistance with the trainer of his/her choice.
2. The participant comitts to:
a) Signature of the agreement of cooperation with Fundacja dla Somalii and other relevant documents related to the project. 

b) Regular participation in the training – absence of longer than 3 out of 14 training days will not be accepted. Recordings from the trainings will be shared only with participants who actually attended the sessions or informed prior the training about the absence. Acceptance to the training it not equal to receiving package of recordings.
c) Informing about his absence at least 4 days prior the training.
d) Active participation and developing own business case.

2. Soft skills – assertiveness and time management – 8 hours

3. Online business – 16 hours

4. Finances, accounting and taxes, HR – 16 h 

5. Legal aspects of registering a company in Poland – 8 hours

6. Legal aspects of running a company, incl. personal data protection and copyrights – 24 hours 

7. Marketing and PR – 16 hours
