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RULES AND REGULATIONS OF THE TRAINING COURSE PARTICIPATION

I. About the Rules and Regulation Document

This document – Rules and Regulation for Participation („R&R”) – contains information about:

1. Entry conditions for participation in the ABC of Entrepreneurship Cycle of Trainings (“Trainings”),
2. Selection procedure of participants of the Trainings,
3. Rights and obligations of the participants,
4. Program details and scope of support.
II. General information

1. The goal of “ABC of Entrepreneurship” trainings is to support foreigners in establishing the company and running business in Poland. The program offers a total of 168 hours of trainings in 7 areas and post-training individual support by specialists (6 hours per participant), including general and specialized topics of starting and running business in Poland. 
2. The Training is organised by the Fundacja dla Somalii (FdS).
3. The Training is implemented within the project entitled „Supporting integration of foreigners living in Mazowieckie voivodeship” which is co-financed by the European Fund for Asylum, Migration and Integration (FAMI) and a State Budget. The project will be implemented till 2021.
III. Eligibility criteria

1. The participant represents a migrant status: third-country national
 with a legal permission to stay in Poland, who is eligible beneficiary to receive support within the project. You can call us or visit us to confirm your eligibility criteria. 
2. The participant’s legal status and his perspectives on staying in Poland will enable him to participate in the Trainings till April 2019 and potentially enable him to set up a business in Poland.
3. The participant presents a strong motivation for participation in the Trainings which will be evaluated during the recruitment process through assessment of the application form and interview at the FdS.

IV. Conditions of Participation

a) Applicants must provide documents and legal status that entitles them to receive support from the project that is co-financed by FAMI - hold a residence permit or other documents, and perspectives to stay in Poland for more than 12 months. You can call us or visit us to confirm the eligibility criteria. 
b) Complete the application form in English or Polish and submit it to hr@fds.org.pll. Shortlisted candidates will be invited for the interview with the Fundacja dla Somalii representatives. 

c) Strong motivation to participate in the Training.
d) Commitment to regular and active work over all training days which will be organized throughout the next few months on weekends. The first cycle of trainings, in English, is planned from November 2018 to April 2019.

e) Accept the Rules and Regulations document.

f) Sign the agreement of cooperation with the Fundacja dla Somalii and any additional documents required in the project (for example: attendance lists, declaration of participation in the project, evaluation forms, consent form for using pictures and other monitoring and evaluation tools).

g) Participants who fail to attend more than 2 sessions (one weekend) will be removed from the list of participants and the place will be provided to a person from the waiting list.

V. Admission

1. The selection process consists of the following steps:

a) Filling in and submitting the candidate's completed application form till 10 November 2018.

b) Verification of formal eligibility status in accordance with section III and IV of R&R.

c) Undergoing an interview at the Fundacja dla Somalii, to be confirmed at a later stage individually with shortlisted participants.

d) Signing the cooperation agreement and other relevant documents related to the documentation of the project.

2. Submission of the applications:

a) Application forms are available at www.fds.org.pl 
b) The application form shall be filled in and submitted via e-mail to hr@fds.org.pl till 10 November 2018.
c) The application must be submitted in English or Polish.

3. Project participants are entitled to the following services free of charge:
a) Specialist training sessions provided by qualified trainers and facilitators.

b) Training materials and other materials prepared within the trainings.

c) Counselling assistance of 6 individual consultations with the trainer of his/her choice.

d) Lunch are coffee breaks.

e) Reimbursement of travel and (optionally) accommodation costs, in case the participant lives outside of Warsaw (upon request).
